Matt and allow the         
assemblies to continue in 
the current format on a 
weekly basis. Barnsbury 
school (being the largest 
and newest one visited) 
continues to go well and 
they have now asked Matt 
to take as many           
assemblies as he can fit 
in. This is wonderful news 
as they have only recently 
invited Matt in after years 

of him offering. Praise the

Themes taken recently 
have ranged from ôOur 
Worldõ to ôFearõ, and ôLoveõ. 
It is challenging to come 
up with fresh ideas each 
week but the enjoyment of 
the children and teachers 
really makes it all worth-
while.

Numbers remain consis-
tent with about 50 each 
Klub, approx 80% of these 
being from outside the 
church. Many of these 
children attend the local 
schools  where Matt takes 
assemblies so this offers 

further continuity and 
chances to share with

Kidz Klub offers us the 
opportunity, with the help 
of God, to make a         
difference in the lives of 
some of the kids from the 
local community. We have 
had reports from parents 

who have said their childõs   
behaviour has improved 
since attending Kidz  Klub .
